Your programme fee will cover the cost of accommodation and food on multi day trips, transport and special
equipment required on the programme. All technical equipment such as ice axes, ropes, kayaks, helmets will
be provided. You may prefer to use your own specialist equipment should you already have it. You will need
to provide your own personal equipment which includes the following:

Pack with ice and crampon attachments (approximately 70 Litre size)

Sleeping bag (3 season at least, you will sleep in the snow)

Tramping Boots (leather preferably)

Running shoes (for regular training, road and track)
